From Northbound I-405: Take the NE 124th St exit number 20B to the Totem Lake Shopping Center (ramp goes under 124th). Turn left at 
first light onto Totem Lake Blvd (parallel to freeway). Turn left at light onto NE 132nd St. Go through the stoplight at 108th Ave NE and turn 
left at the next light into the school entrance.

(7) PASSES 
 Media: Only Media with proper credentials will be allowed entry for N/C. KingCo Media Passes will also be accepted at N/C. 
 Passes Allowed: KingCo Scouting Pass, Other League Scouting Passes and Lifetime Passes (KingCo, Metro, SeaKing and WIAA). 
 Passes Not Allowed: KingCo Faculty Pass, Other League Faculty Passes, WSCA and WSSAAA Passes 
 Pass Lists: Each individual tournament or event will create a Pass List system. Scouts from other schools/leagues should present their 

league passes. 
 Tournament passes will be issued at check-in as follows: 

i. One per participating wrestler. (Enter at Southwest door) 
ii. Two (2) Manager / Four (4) Coach passes (Enter at Southwest door) 

iii. Cheerleaders in uniform plus advisor 
 All other personnel will pay regular admission. 
 Only individuals with proper passes will be allowed on the main floor. Spectators will sit in the bleachers. 

 
(8) WEIGH-IN & PROCEDURES – Juanita High School – Girls Locker Room 

At 1:30PM on Friday there will be only one entry and exit to the weigh in area and coaches will be the only ones to enter and leave the area 
until the wrestlers have weighed in.  There will be two scales open.  Weigh-ins will be done by weight. 

 
 Female administrators will serve as weigh-in officials. 

 
(9) COACHES / SEEDING MEETING 

A short informative coaches meeting will begin promptly at 2:00 PM on Saturday. Site TBD 
 

(10) LOCKER ROOMS 
 

The girl’s locker room will be available for the female wrestlers.  Athletes must bring their own lock to secure their items and will use 
locker room at their own risk. Juanita High School will not assume responsibility for lost or stolen items. 

 
(11) OFFICIALS 

All referees will be assigned by the Pacific Northwest Wrestling Officials Association. 
 

(12) TEE SHIRTS 
Girls Sub-Regional Wrestling Tournament Tee Shirts will be on sale throughout the tournament.  Prices range from $15.00 for short sleeve 
front print only and $30.00 for long sleeve with full front, back and sleeve print. 

 
(13) AWARDS 

Medals will be awarded to the top placer in each weight class. 

 
(14) REGIONAL ADVANCEMENT  

The top four (4) place winners in each weight class will advance to the Girls Region I Wrestling Tournament on Saturday, February 13th at 
Sedro Woolley High School. Sub-Region I (Squalicum HS) will advance their top 4 participants to the Regional Championships at Sedro 
Woolley as well. 

 
(15) PUBLICITY 

Each coach is asked to publicize the tournament through their school bulletins and home newspapers.  This bulletin will be forwarded to the 
Seattle Times, Seattle Post-Intelligencer and the Sammamish Review. If you email Stark Porter (porters@issaquah.wednet.edu ) your local 
press email addresses, tournament results will be sent to those papers as well. 

 
(16) CONCESSIONS 

A concession stand will be operated by Juanita High School. 
 

(17) FIRST AID 
Certified Athletic Trainer will be provided and aid car service will be readily available. 
 

(18) GENERAL COACHES / SPECTATOR REMINDERS 
 Each coach is responsible for the conduct of his/her wrestlers and parents. 
 Each team will be responsible for its valuables. 
 Each participant will provide his/her own towel(s). 
 There will be no bands at the wrestling tournament. 
 No signs other than the official school banner may be displayed or posted. 
 No noisemakers will be allowed. 
 Four (4) cheerleaders may be on the edge of the mat. 
 The video area will be limited to the bleachers.  Cameras will not be allowed on the floor.
